I am writing to object on behalf of the De Beauvoir Association to the above planning application for the following reasons. 

1. In the first instance, there is not enough information with the application concerning the context – i.e. no drawings or photographs of adjoining buildings. I know that the Kingsland Conservation Area Advisory Committee has also commented on this fact.

2. There will be a loss of amenity to the residents of Dover Court, and especially to those living at Nos. 2 and 4 at the southern end. 

3. There will be a detrimental effect on the garden of Dover Court.
4. There will be a detrimental visual effect on the balance of the whole of the Ufton Grove terrace of which No. 1 forms a part and this would be out of keeping with the Conservation Area.
5. Granting this planning permission would set a precedent which could be used to adversely affect the special nature of the De Beauvoir Conservation Area in future.
I trust that this planning application will be rejected. We strongly feel that developments must be in keeping with the neighbourhood and must not adversely affect the quality of life of the existing residents.
